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CROSS – COUNTRY RUNNING RACE INSTRUCTIONS




CHUTE ORGANIZER

Thanks for coming and helping us to organize this race. Please read the instructions and follow them as closely as possible! If you have questions ask Pavel or Norm for help. We run one of the best meet in Vermont thanks to your effort.

1. The responsibility of the chute organizer is to:

· Move runners through the chute in the correct finish order.

2. Have helpers stand on each side of the chute.  They will help runners to proceed through the end of the chute.

3. In the case that somebody falls down and is unable to get back up, rip his/her number tag off and place a substitute person in his or her correct finish place with the tag in hand.

4. Remind runners to walk all the way to the end of the chute.  Do not let anybody leave the chute except at the very end.  In the case of emergency, see rule #3.

5. To prevent a congestion at the beginning of the chute, ask the competitors to move toward the end of the chute (Your helpers can help with this).

6. Keep track of when the finish referee is having runners move into a different chute.  In the case of using the original chute again, place a divider or break person between groups. 
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
