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CROSS – COUNTRY RUNNING RACE INSTRUCTIONS


FINISH LINE REFEREE

Thanks for coming and helping us to organize this race. Please read the instructions and follow them as closely as possible! If you have questions, ask Pavel or Norm for help. We run one of the best meets in Vermont thanks to your effort.

1. Your responsibility is 

· Determining the place of runners at the finish line

· Make sure all runners go into and through the chute in the right order

· Keep athletes moving in the chute 

· Fill chutes in order to prevent overcrowding in finish line

2. Select one helper who will be right on the finish line so he(she) can make a decision about a place of runners crossing a line. Place caller must always keep his(her) eyes on the finish line. He(she) does not let an other people or happenings past the line (fouling runners etc.) distract him(her)

3. Have your helpers organized into 3 or 4 groups of 2 in each group. They will move between the finish line and beginning of the chute making sure runners are going into the chute in the right order according your calls on the finish line

4.  Runners may (especially in varsity races) cross the finish line in groups. Try to anticipate, be ready, do not focus and dedicate all your helpers on the first group of athletes, second group of runners may follow first group immediately 

5. Designate 1 helper to hold a rope(s) directing runners into chutes. He (she) on your command runs with rope across a finish line and directs athletes to next chute after the previous one is filled up. Before the move he(she) must inform all finish line officials (blowing a whistle).  The order which chutes will be filled must be set in advance, and all officials at the finish line must be aware of the proper sequence.
